LAMDA MishMash Application Pack
About the Festival
LAMDA MishMash  is launching in April 2020 and will be a celebration of the self-created work of artists providing opportunities for LAMDA graduates and their contemporaries to showcase and create their own work, as well as to provide development and debate opportunities for industry professionals. 
The festival will run from 24 - 26 April 2020, consisting of scratch performances, rehearsed readings, film screenings and full-hour productions alongside workshops, panel discussions and networking events. 
What are we looking for?
We have a range of performance slots available, tailored to work at different stages of development:
· 15 minute scratch - the shortest slot available will be part of an hour long scratch performance. Each 15-minute performance will showcase an excerpt of a piece in the early stages of development. This is an ideal opportunity for first time writers, or those who have a new idea they are interested in exploring.

· 30 minute rehearsed reading - our 30 minute slots will be showcased as a double bill with another piece. This is an opportunity for work that is slightly further on in development and would benefit from an audience. 

· 60 minute production - our longest slot would be best suited to pieces in their final draft or that have already been developed but want to be revisited.

· Screenings - we also welcome submissions from artists who have created short films/tv/web series and beyond. 

We welcome artists working in any genre - from naturalism through to cabaret and comedy, via movement and dance. In your submission, you are welcome to attach a script should it be completed, or a treatment/outline of what you want to create. Artists with any level of experience are welcome to apply - from first time writers and theatre makers through to established companies. 
What is the submission process?
Our submission process is relatively simple. All we ask is that you fill out the application form with as much detail as you are able to provide before 6pm on Sunday 1st December 2019. 
In the form itself, we are asking questions about the piece and your background as an artist/company. When it comes to your background, we aren’t asking for you to impress us with your achievements. The ethos of this festival is that every artist will have their own individual journey into the industry, no two careers will look the same.
You will have the opportunity to attach any support material you deem appropriate to your submission, including but not limited to: scripts, images, pitches, music and video. 
Once applications have closed, our production team will go through all submissions alongside artistic staff at LAMDA and we will respond to every submission, no matter the outcome, in January 2020. 
Who are we looking for?
Whether you’ve never written before, or have developed full pieces, there is a place for you in MishMash. Our ethos is to celebrate artists at all stages of their career, and to explore the different pathways people take. 
We are interested in curating a festival which encompases LAMDA’s belief in the ensemble and collaboration, and therefore encourage artists who have not trained at LAMDA to collaborate with alumni in submissions. 
The only stipulation we have when it comes to who we are looking for, is that at least ONE member of each project should be a LAMDA graduate. We will be hosting a networking/meet & greet event in November for creatives wishing to submit but whose team is incomplete. We welcome creators who have not trained at LAMDA to attend. 
We particularly encourage submissions from People of Colour, artists who identify as disabled, members of the LGBTQIA+ community and working class artists. Creatives from within these communities who have not trained at LAMDA but would like to submit to the festival, we invite you to email us directly and we shall endeavour to introduce you to potential collaborators from within the LAMDA graduate network. . 
What are we offering?
· Artists will be programmed a performance slot in one of LAMDA’s state of the art studio spaces (The Linbury Theatre and Carne Studio Theatre) for free. 

· You will receive a portion of the box office split from you performance slot. The portion will be dependent on the slot you have. In order to grow the festival for future years, the initial split will be 60/40 in LAMDA’s favour - the 40% will then be split evenly amongst those involved in each slot. I.e a 15-minute slot receives ¼ of the performer profit, 30-minute slots receive ½ of the performer profit and 60-minute slots receive the full performer profit. 

· The artistic director and assistant producer of the festival will work closely with each artist involved, providing guidance with marketing, funding applications and beyond. 

· Access to all networking events and discounted tickets to all workshops/panel talks with industry professionals. 

· A public performance including an invited audience of industry professionals. 

Info about the Spaces
Carne Studio Theatre - Up to 120 seats (seating arrangement and capacity TBC dependent on programming) LAMDA’s most versatile performance space designed for maximum flexibility. With a fully-equipped technical gallery, high-level acoustic treatment and dedicated dressing rooms. 
The Linbury Studio Theatre - Up to 80 seats (seating arrangement and capacity TBC dependent on programming) LAMDA’s original black box theatre, which has recently been refurbished to the highest standards. 
Digital Screen & Audio Suite - LAMDA’s specialist screen studio will be host for screenings of short films, web series and beyond.

Frequently Asked Questions
Do I have to be a LAMDA graduate to apply?
No, however we do ask that all applications have at least ONE LAMDA alumni attached, in any capacity. There is an opportunity on the application form to state who the alumni is. 
Can I submit a published play or adaptation?
We are specifically interested in the development of new work, however should you wish to create an adaptation, you will need to have obtained the rights to do so. 
Will LAMDA provide rehearsal space?
Unfortunately, due to the busy nature of the school, there is not space for LAMDA to provide rehearsal space outside of tech week. However, our production team will be more than happy to assist in finding affordable or free rehearsal space. 
Will we have full access to tech?
We will have a team of LAMDA trained technical staff operating tech through the festival. Time will be limited, so sound design and basic lighting decisions will be the responsibility of the company. The technical staff will NOT be able to assist you with finding sound effects and music. 
15- and 30-minute performance slots will be limited to sound cues and basic lighting. You will have approximately 45-60 minutes of dedicated tech time, followed by a dress rehearsal. 
60-minute slots will have approximately 3 hours of technical rehearsal, and will have an opportunity to meet with technical staff ahead of this to discuss any specific requirements. Please keep in mind that turn around between performances may be quick and there is no budget available for lighting specials, however the technical team will work with you to find the best possible technical design. 
What if I have a script but need the rest of the team?
We are actively encouraging collaboration and will be hosting a networking event in November for anyone in this position. If, when it is announced, you are unable to attend, then please email mishmash@lamda.ac.uk and our production team will do their best to put you in touch with potential collaborators. 
What if I’m an actor but don’t have a script?
Some submissions may come with a cast, some may not. Please come along to our networking event in November, or email us at mishmash@lamda.ac.uk where we will be compiling a database of actors. 
What are the criteria you’ll be judging submissions on? 
There is no plain and simple answer for this. Whilst quality of script or idea is important, we are also interested in why you’re making your work. Particularly in the case of first time writers, we are just as keen to hear about your interest as an artists as we are to read your work. 
An advisory board will be overseeing the programming and decision making to ensure that the curation is reflective of our ethos as a festival, as well as of the industry and society as a whole.
